The historic Mormon Tabernacle built in the heart of Salt 
Lake City is currently undergoing complete renovation.  
As part of this renovation, Diversified Systems was sole 
sourced as the sound and video contractor.   

The project involves several subsystems including, im-
age magnification, sound reinforcement, distributed 
sound, house mix, 5.1 Surround Recording Studio, thea-
tre production camera system, broadcast production 

system and all conduit conveyance 
coordination.  The project is cur-
rently underway and scheduled to 
be completed during the summer 
of 2006.  

Begun in the early 1850s, the 
complex that includes the Tabernacle symbolizes the 
strong cultural and religious individuality of the Church 
of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints (Mormons). The 
Tabernacle's unsupported domed roof is one of the larg-
est in the world. 

Special care was taken during the installation phase of 
the project to assure that no damage or change was 
made to the building structure.  

Special Points of Interest 
 

• Extreme sensitivity to the build-
ing’s unique historical signifi-
cance.  

• It is often referred to as the 
building built without a nail as 
the truss system is entirely 
wooden peg construction. 
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
